‘Departments should be made after consultatlon
with the Departments concerned.

The President suggested that the motion be coupled with a request to
A R, MacKinnon and C,L. Hamilton that they consult with this Committee and Deans
of Faculties and try to identify the proper role of Simon Fraser University in
‘this broad context. Senate expressed a wish to engage in further discussion
with the Inter-Universities Committee on Continuing Education, and also enjoined
the Deans of Faculties to continue the discussion in their Faculty meetings.

The motion was withdrawn.
