COURSE DESCRIPTION 

** One class will take place on Saturday, May 19th, 2007. ** 

COURSE OBJECTIVES: 
• students will examine their own beliefs about teaching science and carry out a personal inquiry

ASSIGNMENTS AND EVALUATION:

2. Science Journal (30%) The journal will document an ongoing inquiry that takes place throughout the 
course. Students will be required to email electronic versions of their journal 3 times during the course. 
3. Mini-presentations (20%) Students will present one engaging science activity during the course. This 
may be done independently or in small groups. 
4. Participation (10%) Attendance is mandatory. Each missed class must be made up by completing an 
extra homework assignment.
