1) Theory and practice of implementation: This component allows
teachers to systematically study theories, issues and practices in
echool based implementation and planned change. (10 — 20 hours)

visits by a trained supervisor for observation, feedback and coaching.

Felated coursework: EDUC 407-5 emphasizes the process of
implementation and encourages teachers to identify relevant content
unique to their professional needs. A fourth component, recent or
concurrent education coursework, provides the academic and
professional background on which to base the implementation projects.
