(Explanatory notes from the Secretary of Senate:

1. it will be noted that under the original S.73-78 there was call for
nomination for election to the Academic Board for Higher Education in
British Columbia but this is not included in the above. Unfortunately
the original call was in error. R. D. Bradley was elected by Senate
on July 10, 1972 to the Academic Board with term of office for three
years. There is no requirement that the incurbent continue to be a
Senator in order to remain on the Academic Board, and on previous occa-
sions members have continued to hcld coffice on the Board although they
have vacated Senate office. The error in issuing the call is regretted.
Had the call been correct, a ballot election would have been nccessary
as two nominations were received.
