If a any time a course not on the Registrar's list is evaluated 

and allowed c redit under any of the types provided for. that ourse shall 

be added. to the list with the appropriate qualifying information. 

The : mechanism for evaluation of such courses shall be as follows: 

i) A student applying for retroactive consideration must present 
with his first application a signed letter from the Registrar 
atthe school where the course was t&<en asserting that the 
course has been discontinued and is equivalent to a course 
(v.ith the present course number given) which has-been 
evluated. 

ii) For courses taken before the summer of 1968, a student must 
submit letters from the schools where tne courses were taken 
aserting that even if the course numbers have not changed. 
the courses were equivalent to courses currently given.
