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Cmpt 260 - Rationale 

Many sudens not formally taking CMPT programs have expressed interest in 

this course (e.g. Communications Studies students). Some background in computing 

is a necessary preg-equisite; however, for outside students, this may be accom-

plished through CMPT 001 or by the instructor's evaluation of thestudent's 

experience. 

Because of the eithicaj nature of the course, it is important that stu-

dents have an opportunity to develop their own awareness and perception of the 

social impact of computing activity. Therefore, it is necessary to have small 

group seminars as a key component of the course. Some university maturity is 

necessary for student perspective.
