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department the cppertunity to terminate study of the subjzct by a
studant but to give credit to the student fer the ccurse. A
studert wishing to remove the "T" grade might do sc either by re-
peating the course or by writing an examination at the end of the
next semester withcut having repeated the course.

Dr. Shrum then said that as this was an urgent matter, he
moved, and Professor Bottomore seconded:

That for this semester a student taking one course
required C+ to receive credit and a studeat taking
more than one course required C or better, without
prejudice to what the faculty decided later. CARRIED

The quastion of whether a student who fails to get standing

should be allowad to re-register was then discussed.
.

Dr. Perry recommended that for this semester students be
allowed conditional status so that the student knew where he stood
and Dr. Bursill-Hall supported this.

Dr. Unra: mcved and Dr, Rieckhoff seconded that:

Students who fail in every course shculd seek
re-rogistraticn through the Admissions Committee.
In considaring these cases it is the wish cof Senate
that tkz Admissicns Ocrmittee treat them genercusly

and that the pcssibility of cenditional status as
suggastad by Dr. Perry be considered. CARRIED

The Senats was asked to consider the following recemmend-
ation by tke Faculty Council:

That the present student government b reccgnizad
and that the students be authorizsd to set up a

student court subject to a detailed scrutiany of
the student court by the Faculty Council.

Dr. Méud anncunced that he had a bulletin invelving student
courts wkich he felt membars of the Senate might like tc hava and
will arrangs to send cut copies.

Mr. Sullivan requested that the two questions be consider-
ed separately. He has no objection to having students draw up

terms of reference for these courts, but ceonsidered-it essential

that Senats give very careful consideration to this after recesiving

Faculty Council recommendations. Several membars agraedl

Dr. Shrum pointed cut that the question of visitors had

It was agreed that the approved minutes would be circulated
to members of Senate and be made available to other mgmbérs of
faculty, by being available in the Registrar's Office and possibly
in the Library.

Mr. Bawtree asked regarding the procedure for plécing items
on the agenda and.was advised that items for the agenda should be
submitted to the Registrar one week prior to the Senate meeting.

10) DATE FOR NEXT MEETING

Professor Bottomore proposed an amendment :

That regular meetings of Senate be held at 2 30
in the afternoon rather than in the evening.

This was seconded and the amendment carried.

Dr. Shrum suggested that the date set might be inconvenient
for other members of Senate and recommended that this be an interim
decision. Professor Bottomore felt it should not be impossible for
members of faculty to provide for an afternoon once a month to
attena Senate, but:agreed that the question of 1nconv¢niencing
future membefs was more serious. He also stated that later on a
monthly meeting would probably nct be necessary.
