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The Chairman welcomed L. Pinfield who has recently been elected
to Senate, replacing A. B. Cunningham for balance term of office from
October 1, 1978 to May 31, 1979. She also noted that K. Okuda, who
had been replaced temporarily by A. Lachlan, has now resumed his scat
on Senate.  Scenate was advised that a letter of resignation has been
received from L. Latham, who was appointed to Senate by the Lieutenant-
Governor in Council in June 1975 and who had served the university well
from that time until her resignation in September 1978.

APPROVAL_OF AGENDA

The agenda was approved as distributed.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The minutes of the Open Session of September 11, 1978 were approved
as circulated.

BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

R. Brown referred to Paper S.78-79 - Search Committee for a Vice-
President, Academic and its composition, stating that he would bring for-

ward a recommendation for election whereby each faculty will elect its own
faculty representative rather than election by faculty members jointly of
the faculty members. P. Jewett commented that there would be no change in '

the present process for elections which are now in progress.
REPORT OF CHATRMAN

P. Jewett provided statistics in connection with enrolments which
showed . a 7.77 increase in the head count in 78-3 (8648) over that in 77-3
(8027), and a 5/5% increase in the FTE count in 78-3 (6490) over that in
77-3 (6150) for undergraduate students. Although the graduate student
cenrolment figures are not yet final, it appears that the comparison will
show a slight increase this semester.

The President told Senate that she has been reviewing the report of
the URC and is grateful and appreciative of the work that has been done
to produce the comprehensive report and to receive documented responses
to her request for comments to assist in determining her course of action.
She stated that she has declined to act upon some of the recommendations
relating to administrative organization as this would be a matter better
teft to the discretion of her successor, as would decisions relating to
cquitable workloads for faculty.

Other arcas of the URC report are currently under study by relevant
committees and the Acting Associate Vice-President has been requested to
cxplore frequency of course offerings, limitations on enrolments and the
whole matter of tutorials generally.

She stated that it appears obvious that all faculties will have to take ‘
budget cuts over the next two years; there will be no net faculty hirings for
the next two years except for emergent and new programs specifically funded;
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and there will be no net staff hirings for the next two years. Lt has
been recommended, and accepted by the Board of Governors, that the base
budget for the University as a whole be reduced by 1%, or $500,000, in-
cluding $180,000 from the instructional salary accounts, by April 1, 1979.
