SENATE SUMMARY
MEETING OF APRIL 2, 2012

1. Report of the Chair
The Chair expressed congratulations to Senatarcis,avho was elected to the Board of
Governors, and Senator Myers, who will be the neso&iate Vice President Academic when
Senator Krane’s term expires.

The Chair shared some good news and commentsdadaral budget. It was reported that
funding for the granting councils will remain unciged for the coming year. Senate was also
informed that the Canadian Foundation for Innovatishich invests in research infrastructure,
has made a five year commitment of $500 millionrfew research infrastructure starting in
2014. As well, new funding has been allocatedrfiternships through Mitacs, a national, not-
for-profit research organization. It was also reépdithat the government will be reducing the
amount of tax credits going to Scientific Reseant Experimental Development, a federal tax
incentive program that encourages research andagpewent in the private sector, by $500
million. It has not been determined how this furydwill be reinvested but it's possible that
universities may have some access to these fulgsChair commented that it appears a clear
message was received and accepted in Ottawa regduatiding for universities and university
research.

The Chair expressed appreciation to those studdmissupported and led the initiative to
increase the student society fees to support thsteation of a major activity centre and
stadium on this campus.

Seregenformed that students at the Surrey
and Downtown campus do have access to communititiescbut that a greater concern is
finding space for students to study and socializeaddress this concern, the VP Academic is
putting together a planning committee that willlbeking at the Downtown and Surrey
campuses in terms of expansion possibilities.
