This certificate is for studentsseekinga feasie introduction to principlesand theoryunderlying
current approaches to the teaching of English asa second language (TESL). The program
emphasizes anunderstanding of linguistics and applied linguistics concepts. Successful
completion ofa 30hour practicum inanadult ESL program isalso required. The certificate
requires at loaot four to five terms to complete and may be earned concurrently with anhonours,
major, extended minor or minorin linguistics.
While thecertificate by itselfis nota specific employment credential, it constitutes basic
preparation for teaching English language skills toadult learners. The certificate also provides
preparation for further applied linguistics and TESL studies. Those pursuing a long-term TESL
career should plan to complete more advanced studies upon completion of theprogram.
Monolingual students arestrongly advised tocomplete at least two courses (six units) in a
language other than English.
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Admission is not automatic. All candidates must complete and submit the required application
form (available from the department) with a statement of purpose andall other required
documents prior tooneof three deadlines (September 30,January 31,May 31). Aninterview
witha designated linguistics department member is also required.
Prospective students may begin completing certificate courses prior toprogram admission.
However, students are strongly advised toapply as soon as possible aftercompleting LING 200,
220 and anupper division course, preferably in linguistics, with a minimum C-grade. Those who
delay may beunable to enroll in therequired courses at the desired time.
In addition to theUniversity's admission requirements, students mustdemonstrate excellent
spoken and written English. This requirement ismore stringent than the University's minimum
English language requirement. Students whose first language isnot English should consult the
department well inadvance ofapplying. Oral communication skills will beassessed during the
interview.
Applications are evaluated on merit. The department considers academic standing,
communication skills as assessed in the interview, interests and motivations in the statement of
purpose, and personal qualities. Priority isgiven to those enrolled ina Simon Fraser University
degree program.

This certificateis intended for students seeking an introduction to the theory behind the practice
of teaching ofEnglishas a secondlanguage (TESL). The program emphasizes anunderstanding
ofa wide range ofconcepts from linguistics andapplied linguistics. Successful completion ofa
30-hour practicum in an adultESL program is also required. The Certificate requires morethan
five terms to complete and may be earned concurrently with an honours, major, extendedminor
or minor in linguistics.

While the Certificate by itself is not a specific employmentcredential, it constitutesbasic
preparation for teaching English language skills toadult learners. The certificate alone does not
allow the holder to teach in the K-12 system. The certificate also provides preparation for
further studies in applied linguistics andTESL. Those pursuing a long-term career in ESL should
planto take moreadvanced studiesuponcompletion ofthe program. Monolingual students are
strongly advised to take at least two courses (six credit hours) in a language other thanEnglish.
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Admission is not automatic. All candidates must complete and submit the required application
form(available from the department) with a statement of purpose andall otherrequired
documents priorto one of three deadlines (September 30, January 31, May 31). An interview
with a designated linguistics departmentmember is alsorequired.
Prospective students may begin completing certificate courses priorto program admission.
However, students are strongly advised to apply as soon as possible after completing LING 200,
220 and anupperdivision course, preferably in linguistics, with a minimum C- grade. Those who



delay maybe unableto enroll in the required courses at the desiredtime.
In additionto the University's admissionrequirements, students must demonstrate excellent
spoken andwritten English. Thisrequirement is more stringent than the University's minimum
Englishlanguage requirement. Studentswhose first language is not English should consultthe
department well in advanceofapplying. Oralcommunication skills willbe assessed during the
interview.

Applications are evaluated on merit. Thedepartment considers academic standing,
communication skills as assessed in the interview, interests and motivations in the statement of
purpose, and personal qualities. Priority isgiven to those enrolled in a Simon Fraser University
degree program.
