Dear Jane,

At our February 2nd meeting of FASSCC, Philosophy's proposed changes to itsmajor, double minor,
extended minor, extended minor, honours programs and joint major with HSCI were approved. However,
as you have noted, our proposals failed to include a rationale. It is contained below.

In each case, the changes are justified in two ways. First, we have added a new required course for the
major (PHIL 221: Ethical Theory) and a new lower-division value theory course (PHIL 121: Global
Justice). Requirements are changed in order to reflect the addition of this new required course, and to
reflect the addition ofa new course that should serve as a new prerequisite for upper-division value theory
courses.

Second, our new requirements are intended to streamline our degree programs. The department feels that
any experience at the 100-level should be sufficient to gain entry to the 200-level courses required for the
major (and other degree programs) and the new requirements reflect this simplification.
