Beginning with
material on multiple regression and forecasting modeling, the course moves on to
decision analysis, business simulation, quality control, and an introduction to
optimization. Prerequisite: MATH 150, MATH 151, MATH 154, or 157; BUEC 232
or STAT 270; 60 units.

Since prerequisites coded on the course need to match those listed in the calendar, STAT j
270 has been removed as a prerequisite for BUS 336 even though we have considered them
equivalent and allowed STAT 270 as a prerequisite in the past This language change in the
prerequisite would make official what we have been doing.
