We are updating our guidelines and requirements for MBB 491 to make it clear that
it can be taken as a stand-alone course for MBB majors or as part 1 of a 2-course
“Option B” for the honours program; changes in the course title and description
make this course consistent with the other honours courses, MBB 492 (part 2 of
Option B) and MBB 481/2/3 (Option A).

1. Title change from “Independent” to “Individual”: to make it consistent with titles
for the other MBB honours courses (Individual Study Semester course, ISS).

2. Description: Revised to clarify that MBB 491 can be taken both as a stand-alone
course and as part of the honours program Option B; the course deliverables have
been revised so that MBB 491 works both as a stand-alone course and as part 1 of
Option B.
