The Latin American Studies Program constituted its Steering Committee over email exchange
during the Summer of 2018. By the same means, the following changes to its calendar entry were
approved on August 4, 2018 by tacit agreement to the proposed changes. These are as follows:

1. Delete the MA in Latin American Studies, which has been suspended since 2012. The
last two students in this program graduated in 2017, so no other students will be affected.

2. Change the existing Graduate Certificate in Latin American Studies to a standalone
program. Currently, the only way to do this certificate is by students in any masters or
doctoral programs at SFU to fulfill the requirements. Now that we are deleting the MA in
LAS, we think it is wairanted that the Certificate can be completed as a standalone
program, as specified in the proposed Calendar changes. SFU now has more faculty
members with interests in Latin America than at any previous time, at about sixteen
across several faculties. It is thus worth keeping, enhancing and promoting this Graduate
Certificate in LAS, effective Summer 2019.
