EXTENSION CREDIT COURSES
Mav 1, 1979 - April 30, 1980
This report deécribes the numbers of undergrgduate extension credit

.course offerings and'asﬁociatgd course enrollee figurés'of the Departments/
Faculties of the Univefsitylfor the period May 1, -1979 through April 30, 1980.
By way of definition, extension credit courées include those that are offered
on-campus after 4:30 p.m. of the regular semesters or during the days or
evenings of Intersession (May-qune) or Summer Session (July-August), thosc
that are offered in.dowétown’Vancouber (day‘or evening), those that arc
'offeredvoff—cambué in a classroom (e;g., at KeloWna, Prince George), and thosw
that are available throﬁghout the province via print or print and audiq tapos -

i.e., directed independent study (correspondence) courses.

A summary of the numbers of extensioh credit course offerings and the
numbers of_coﬁrsé enrollees for each type of extension course is p¥esented
in Table 1. A total of 17,105 course enrollees was recorded in 582 extension
credit course offerings, about 6% more enrollees than for the same period of
1978-79. The number of_enroilees in these coufses represented about 25% of
the total ﬁumber of undergraduaté ehroliees at the University for the 1979-

80 period (67,521).

1 On—Campus and Downtown Undergraduate Extension Credit Programs

-

A summary of the number of courses and course enrollees by Faculty for
each of the three semesters of 1979-80 and for 1978-79 is presented in Table
2. The overall 4.2% increase in number of enrollees for 1979-80 as compared

with 1978-79 is somewhat smaller than that experienced in preceding years
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(generally 7% or greater) . This lower rate of increase may be due to the

“aftereffects of the A.U.C.E. strike during the Spring of 1979, a facter

which appears to have affected the number of regular semester day course

enrollees as well (decrease of 0.6% - 50,416 vs. 50,734).

The increase in course enrollees that did occur during the reporting
period appeafs to be largely due to an increased number of evening and summer
offerings by Depértments in the Faculty of Arts and the start of the SFU/

Downtown Program in Jénuary, 1980.

11 Off—Caﬁpus Undergraduate Credit Programs

A summary of the number of off-campus courses and course enrolleas by

program is presented in Table 3. An overall decrease of about €% in course

¢nrollees occurred. The decrease in enrollees in the Professional Development

Program of the Faculty of Education appears to have been due to the reduction

of the number of exterrial sites from ten to seven. This decrease was

partially offset by the Faculty of Education offering the initidl ccurses.in
the Extended Studies Diploma Program - Education in Vernon and Kamloops during
1979-3 and 1980-1. The Outward Bound Program - Faculty of Education was not

offered during the Summer of 1979.

II7 Directed Independent Study Courses

Twenty-one different courses were available in this instructional mode
during 1979-80, $ix more than during 1978-79. Most of the courses were
offered during two or three of the three semesters of the reporting period

(courses are sometimes not available due to being "under revision" or be-




cause the course author/supérvisor is on leave). Eleven courses were offered
during the Summef éemester 1979, 16 during the Fall Semester, and 19 during
the Spring Semester, 1980. Course enrollees number 285, 372, and 483,
respectively. Ovérall, the number of course enrollees was up 61.5% relative

to the same period of 1978-79.

IV  Special Audit Students

The number of people attending classes, day or evening, on- or off-
campus, .as special audit students was 179 for 1979-80, an increase of 21

(13%) over the same period of 1978-79.
