Criticism (using ENGL 364-4 - History and
Principles of Literary Criticism) to the
Honors program.

iii) Substitution of ENGL 491-2 and ENGL 492-2 V//
for ENGL 494-4 and ENGL 495-4 as required
courses in the Honors program.

Acting under its delegated authority at its meeting of June 15,
1982, SCUS approved the eventual phasing out of two courses following the
approval for the offering of ENGL 491-2 and ENGL 492-2: ENGL 494-4 -
Honors Directed Reading, and ENGL 495-4 - Honors Directed Research.

RATIONALE::

In our present honors program English 4o and 95 are
Directed Readings courses devoted entirely t® preparation for
writing the honors essay. ilhile some excellent essays have
been produced under this program, the department has found
disadvantages in the program's exclusive concentration on the
honors essay: the honors students become isolated from each

other in their individual projects, the essay tends to become
too large a project,

sometimes growing into a small MA thesis,
~and the knowledge acquired from completing the program may be
too specialized. '

The proposed program will limit the length of the essay,
and insure that the honors students will engage in study and
discussion in several areas before writing the essay. English
364 will provide a common background in the history of criticism

¥
while the honors seminars will focus on specific areas of -
literary interpretation. - :

One two-hour honors seminar will be offered each semester.
It will be part of the formal workload of the instructor. The
subject of the seminar will be chosen by the person teaching
it. 'This subject should be limited enough to provide a specific
Yocus for the semester's discussion, but also should be relevant

to major issues of literary interpretation and critical approach.
The department's Undergraduate Curriculum Committee will be
responsible for seeing that the topics vary from semester to
semester. Honors students will take two of these seminars.

The seminars are separate from the honors essay; what is studied
in the seminars need not be incorporated into the essay. :
