EDUC 828 Instructional Practices for Inclusive Classrooms 

RATIONALE: 
The course is being broadened from an exclusive focus on reading to include a range of 
interventions for addressing the academic needs of students with high-incidence 
disabilities. This change is necessary to reflect more accurately the realities of current 
general education classrooms. Importantly, reading will still be a significant focus in the 
course as well as in EDUC 826, 829, and 876.

EDUC 829 Contemporary Issues in Learning Disabilities 

RATIONALE: 
If-The change from 5-credit hours to 3-credit hours is part of a larger proposal to 

revise the credit hours of all courses in the Educational Psychology Graduate 
Program. The rationale for 5-credit graduate courses in the Faculty of Education 
originated in the 1970s to accommodate circumstances and felt needs at that time. 
That rationale no longer is applicable. The revised program complies with Graduate 
General Regulations (1.7.2) [Le., successful completion of a minimum of 12 credits 
plus a thesis (MA) and 30 credits plus a final examination (MEd)] and permits 
master's students to complete degrees within 2 years by taking 2 courses per 
semester for 4 of 6 semesters. It should be noted that the majority of students in the

A course that surveys the historical, philosophical, and scientific bases of the major systems 
and paradigms that underlie research and theorizing in educational psychology is fundamental 
to an understanding the current state of its disciplinary practices. It is believed a course of this 
kind should be mandatory for all master's students. The course previously was a requirement 
of the doctoral program. It has been deleted as a required doctoral course and made 
mandatory for master's students. Doctoral students who in
