• two to three years of work experience in the financial services industry
• a graduate management admission test (GMAT) score report
• three letters of reference from colleagues, supervisors or significant clients
• demonstrated English proficiency if an applicant has not graduated from an English speaking university or the applicant's first language

is not English
• in-person or telephone interview by the admissions committee

IELTS (InternationalEnglish Language Testing System) with a minimum score of 7 on the academic modules: or TOEFL iBT (Test of
English as a Foreign Language internet based test) with an overall score of 88 or better with a minimum score of 20 in each of the four
components (listening, speaking, writing, reading); or TOEFL CBT (Test of English as a Foreign Language Computer-based Test) with a
minimum score of 230 including a minimum essay score of 5.
