COURS. OUTLINE 

Course Objectives: This course will provide you with a context for 
understanding children's literature through a brief social history of 
the subject. The main objective is to give you an understandin& of the nature 
of children's literature and of the criteria to evaluate yorks of children's 
literature. de shall arrive at these criteria by examining closely some works 
(as far as possible looking at the core curriculum for Grades 14_p) while 
at the same time ranging as widely as time permits. Beyond this, we shall 
discuss ways of bringing children and children's literature together in 
the classroom.

Evaluatin g : You will prepare a professional review for publication in a professional 
Journal such as Canadian.Materials, ifl Review, Canadian Children's Literature, 
Quill and Quire, etc.
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
