COURSE OUTLINE

In this course, students study the theoretical principles and teaching strategies
underlying teaching for thinking. They also work on strengthening those
classroom skills that enable the application of teaching for thinking in daily
classroom practice.

The work in the course requires students to engage in several types of learning
experiences: reading, seminars, workshops and laboratories. Working in
cooperative learning groups on specific developmental tasks is a significant
component of this course.

To increase teacher effectiveness in classroom teaching that emphasizes
pupils’ higher order thinking, within the context of the curriculum.

To examine the instructional model “play-debrief-replay” as a vehicle for
effective classroom implementation.
