REQUIREMENTS: 

Attendance, active participation, in and out of class creative writing, 
preparation of a brief (2 pages), but researched "issues paper" to be presented 
to the class in seminar fashion, and the development of curriculum for twenty 
hours of teaching in an English classroom. This last assignment is the major 
one and will be presented in two ways. First, as an hour of actual teaching 
to the class, secondly, as a detailed outline (not specific lesson plans) to be 
handed in to the instructor.
