Introduction

This ocourse emphasizes the pramotion of teaching
competency in the areas of curriculum development; teacher-student
interactions; and working effectively with the individual learner.
Students who enrol in this course should be prepared for an open
education bias in course materials as well as in course structure.
The oourse is offered for pre-service and in-service teachers.

Class activity requires a high degree of group work on
specific learning tasks, as well as seminar participation.

The course is organized to include three types of
experiences: '

(1) Leaming in the open-acoess, "learning centres"
environment

The open-access, "learning centres" environment
provides a setting in which students use curriculum materials,
faculty resources and media to inquire into three content areas
related to teaching. Three investigative centres -- KIDS,
CURRICULUM, and INTERACTIONS provide resource personnel and
materials to enable students to gain competency in furthering
their understanding of human growth and development, of processes
of curriculum development, of the ways in which teachers interact
with students. In addition, a fourth learning centre, TEACHER AS
PERSON, focuses on the teacher, and encourages inquiry into the
teacher's role in the classroam. Learning in the open-access
environment is primarily self-directed and self-paced.

(2) Creative explorations

At the beginning of each class, students engage in a
variety of experiences involving the use of a range of media. The
purpose of creative explorations is to give students opportunities
to use different kinds of media for creative expression.

(3) Seminars

In seminars, students engage in small group discussions
as they reflect upon and clarify their ideas and beliefs about
teaching and learning. In addition, seminars provide opportunities
for inquiry into the principles and practices of open education.

This course is offered for students and practicing
teachers who wish to explore alternatives to traditional
teaching-learning settings. The course is designed to
demonstrate, by its organization as well as by its content,
the principles upon which open education is based, as well
as the teaching practices which are integral to the open
education concept.
