OUTLINE OF TOPICS 

This course will introduce the procedures and principles underlying the effective 
design, production and utilization of instructional media in elementary and 
secondary schools. The media will be examined not only as hardware and software 
but in terms of their effect on the teaching-learning process. 

There is no single most effective instructional medium for all learners, tasks and 
teaching situation. Each medium has its own potential. Therefore, we will examine 
a wide range of media rather than develop expertise in any one medium. The emphasis 
will be on simpler technologies which teachers and students may encounter at the 
school level rather than on more complex mass media systems (in other Oords, you 
won't become a TV producer in this course.. .hopefully you will broaden your repertoire 
of instructional communication skills). 

TYPICAL REQUIREMENTS 

Scheduled class lime will consist primarily of lectures, demonstrations and the 
viewing of instructional materials. 

Students will be expected to use the Learning Resources Centre's facilities for 
laboratory and production assignments outside of schedule class time. 

There is no final examination. Evaluation will be based on equipment operation 
tests, production assignments and in-class objective tests. 

Materials needed in audio-visual productions may be purchased from the Learning 
Resources Centre. 

The L.R.C. is well eauipped with the eciuiprnent and special facilties needed for 
the completion of assignments.
