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AIMS

This course provides teachers with the skills necessary to analyze and teach the various
registers of English that are used in different school subjects, ranging from language arts
and literature to mathematics and science. Teaching practices emphasized are: (1)
preparing ESL learners to participate in cooperative learning groups and (2) helping them
to develop strategies for cognitive self-instruction so that they avoid developing "learned
helplessness.”

Designing a teaching plan for integrated classes.

Reading to learn in content-area instruction.

Teaching talk for participation in cooperative learning groups.

Teaching cognitive self-instruction strategies to ESL learners.
