The course will emphasize the use of specific community resources 
in the teacher's own curriculum: field trip planning, teaching 
strategies in museums, art galleries, aquariums, etc., evaluation 
of field trip activities. 

Staff from various institutions will participate in planning and 
teaching the course. Course presentation will stress an inter- 
disciplinary approach to each facility, and the development of 
appropriate research and planning skills. 

There will be a series of student exercises and one major project 
based on one facility at the student's chosen level. Course con-
tent will include information on facilities, collections, and 
accessible information; practice in research and organization of 
field trips; techniques for using real objects and exhibits as 
teaching aids; concepts and theory in museum education.
