This course is intended for elementary school teachers who wish to learn more
about the teaching of science. The course combines readings with hands-on
activities that can be performed easily at home using simple materials, and a
series of assignments which are intended to be of practical assistance to help
elementary school teachers develop greater comfort with the teaching of science.
The course addresses the nature of science, the scientific process, the learning of
science, science content, knowledge, skills and attitudes, and the assessment of
science learning. The activities and assignments are intended to model
approaches to science instruction that should be of use in teaching science to
students in the K - 7 levels of schools.
