Proposed introduction of a maintenance GPA for Chemistry Majors

This proposal was unanimously approved by the Chemistry Department at the Departmental
meeting of April 29, 2015 and thus is being brought to the Faculty of Science Undergraduate
Curriculum Committee for consideration.

Motion: To introduce the requirement of a minimum Faculty of Science CGPA level of 2.20
that must be maintained in order for Chemistry Majors to remain in the program, as outlined in
the proposed calendar entry below.

Rationale:

In order to maintain an acceptable academic standard in students graduating with a Chemistry
Major degree from SFU, the Chemistry Department has decided that raising the minimum GPA
requirements is appropriate and necessary. While affecting only a very small minority of
students, the Department thinks that the introduction of a threshold GPA above the university
minimum of 2.0 (specifically to 2.20 for the Faculty of Science CGPA) will send a message both
externally and internally regarding expectations for and quality of the Chemistry Major program.
Ideally, knowledge of the increased GPA requirements among students would further motivate
weaker students to raise their performance. Likewise, setting the GPA requirement higher than
the university minimum should make our students as a group more competitive in the eyes of
potential employers, as it will signal our department’s commitment to high academic standards.
This change will therefore benefit all SFU Chemistry graduates.

Other programs in Science utilize a maintenance GPA, specifically BPK (2.20 on Science
CGPA) and MBB (2.5 on lower division requirements); the current proposal is substantially
modeled on the policy currently utilized by BPK.

If implemented in Spring 2015, this proposal would have impacted only 6% of the 228 declared
Chemistry Majors and is thus not expected to cause substantial strains to the program as a whole.

Note that this proposal has no impact on Honours students (who already have a 3.0 minimum
CGPA requirement in their program). It also will not be applied to students in the Chemistry
Minor program or the Chemistry-Earth Sciences or Chemistry-MBB programs.

Proposed Calendar Entry (to be placed directly prior to Program Requirements Section)
Continuance Requirement for Chemistry Majors

After a student has completed 20 units in Science, a Science cumulative grade point average
(CGPA) of not less than 2.20 is required for continuance as a Chemistry Major. Students whose
Science CGPA falls below 2.20, will be sent a warning letter and, if after the subsequent term of
study the Science CGPA remains less than 2.20, the students shall be withdrawn from the
Chemistry Major. This does not preclude re-entry to the program if the CGPA subsequently
recovers. If, after completing 90 or more units, a student’s Science CGPA falls below a 2.20, but
remains above 2.00, the student will be allowed to complete the Major.

The goal of MATH 125 and 126 when they were initially proposed was to recruit good students who
have taken Calculus and AP Physics in high school to take an enriched first year Physics sequence
(PHYS 125 then PHYS 126) together with an enriched Calculus sequence (MATH 125 then MATH
126). We set the prerequisite for MATH 125 to be MATH 152 Calculus II or equivalents (AP Calculus
BC or IB Calculus HL). Only 2 students out of the 6 who eventually took MATH 125 for the first
offering in the Fall of 2014 met that prerequisite.

The proposed changes change the content of MATH 125 to cover integral calculus, so that students
who have taken only differential calculus (MATH 151 or high school equivalent) can take MATH 125.
Students who pass MATH 125 will then be able to take Mathematics courses which list MATH 152 as
a prerequisite.

PHYS 125, which was previously listed as a corequisite, is now recommended, so that Chemistry
majors and Applied Mathematics majors can also take MATH 125. They would normally take PHYS
120 together with MATH 125 and PHYS 121 with MATH 126. In this way we hope to build the
enrollment in MATH 125 to 30 students.

The goal of MATH 125 and 126 when they were initially proposed was to recruit good students who
have taken Calculus and AP Physics in high school to take an enriched first year Physics sequence
(PHYS 125 then PHYS 126) together with an enriched Calculus sequence (MATH 125 then MATH
126). We sct the prerequisite for MATH 125 to be MATH 152 Calculus I or equivalents (AP Calculus
BC or IB Calculus HL). Only 2 students out of the 6 who eventually took MATH 125 for the first
offering in the Fall of 2014 met that prerequisite, and so the course content and prerequisites for
MATH 125 are being modified to suit a wider group of students. Students who pass MATH 125 will
now be able to take Mathematics courses which list MATH 152 as a prerequisite, and MATH 152 has
now been added as an alternative prerequisite for MATH 126.

The proposed changes change the content of MATH 125 to cover integral calculus, so that students
who have taken only differential calculus (MATH 151 or high school equivalent) can take MATH 125.
The course material for MATH 126 is being adjusted accordingly, to include some material that is no
longer contained in the modified MATH 125,

PHYS 125 is no longer a required corequisite for MATH 125, and is thus no longer an appropriate
prerequisite for MATH 126.

PHYS 126, which was previously listed as a corequisite for MATH 126, is now recommended, so that
Chemistry majors and Applied Mathematics majors can also take MATH 126. They would normally
take PHYS 120 together with MATH 125 and PHYS 121 with MATH 126. In this way we hope to
build the enrollment in MATH 126 to 30 students.
