RATIONALE FOR INTRODUCTION OF THIS COURSE

While theatre techniques will still be taught, we aim to be more inclusive of contemporary practices in live art, including
performance art, digital performance, social practice, site-specific practices, etc. Historically, the area offered a
progression of courses following a loose, conservatory model of actor-training. Our new focus on performance making (i.e.
devising performances from scratch and developing performance based techniques from other disciplines, including the |
visual arts), in line with the SCA'’s interdisciplinary mandate, requires us to offer a more integrative and versatile curriculum
n our studios. The cluster of Live Acts studio courses (CA 151,152, 251, 252) offers students a wide variety of topical and
formally specific techniques and concepts rooted in ‘liveness’ as central to the medium of performance. These proposed
madifications allow for students to develop an expansive set of tools for performance making as they progress from the
ower to upper divisions, while providing faculty the flexibility to develop and introduce contemporary and experimental
forms of performance pedagogy.

RATIONALE FOR INTRODUCTION OF THIS COURSE

This is an introductory hands-on creation class, designed specifically for the annual incoming Production & Design cohort. The
course will lay a groundwork of design skills and concepts which students will draw upon for success in upper years. These include:
rapid prototyping, bringing ideas from concept to completion, designing with physical materials, approaches to spatial composition,
basic design vocabularies, making individual and unique aesthetic choices, inventive problem-solving, and collaborative creation.

This class fills a gap in our current curriculum, which does not introduce design concepts or skills until third year. As well,
Production and Design students have no cohort specific courses in the first year, leading to a lack of cohort cohesion and peer
learning, which this course will correct. This class will replace the current program requirement of CA 171 - Introduction to Stage
and Production Management (3). This change better reflects our emphasis on performance design creation rather than on stage and
production management. This emphasis has shifted over the past six years with the hiring of new research faculty. An introductory
course in design is an essential foundation for students to learn advanced level skill in design later in the program and have
appropriate knowledge and experience upon graduation. This course also aligns with our program’s focus on nurturing and
encouraging individual and collaborative artistic expression.
