MBB Motion

Motion 1: MBB 331 - Course co-requisite addition: Add MBB 331 (Molecular
Biology) as a co-requisite for MBB 308 (Molecular Biology Laboratory), in
addition to it being a pre-requisite. This will give students more flexibility and
is not expected to impact their learning in MBB 308.

Rationale: With MBB 331 as a pre-requisite for MBB 308 makes it challenging
for some students in MBB and the Faculty of Health Sciences to complete all of
their coursework and graduate in a timely manner. In addition, the MBB
department is considering reducing the number of offerings of MBB 308, from
every semester to 5 times in 2 years, which will exacerbate this problem.
