Action taken at the meeting of the Senate Committee on Academic
Planning on February 10, 1982 gives rise to the following motion:

"That Senate approve and recommend approval to the Board
of Governors, as set forth in S582- the Co-operative
Education Program - Biological Sciences including:-

- practicum courses BISC 341-0 Practicum I,
BISC 342-0 Practicum II, BISC 443-0 Practicum III,
BISC 444-0 Practicum IV

- the regulations for entry and for continuation
in the program, a minimum CGPA of 2.5 and a
minimum CGPA of 2.75 in Biological Sciences courses

- approval to place the first students in practicum
courses for Summer 82-2."

Subject to the above the program will follow the normal SFU
co-operative education model established under paper S78-73. Senate
has delegated to SCUS authority to approve practicum courses but timing
prevented SCUS action before this transmittal to Senate; SCUS will be
informed of these actioms. It is essential that action be undertaken
quickly to permit practicum placements for 82-2.
