At its meeting of 23rd July, the Senate Committee on Under-
graduate Studies considered the attached new course proposal for
Geography 460-5: Selected Regions. This proposal is now transmitted’
to Senate for its consideration; and the Committee recommends that
it be approved. '

Should this proposal be approved by Senate, the Committee
further recommends that the normal two semester time lag requirement
be waived so that Geography 460-5 may first be offered in the Fall
semester, 1974. :

The Committee wishes to draw the attention of Senate to
a number of questions arising from this proposal. First, after
some discussion, the Committee agreed that, if approved, Geography
460-5 could be offered in one form only during any given period.
Thus, although the course may cover different areas at different
times, the Department would not be permitted to offer different
seminars in different regions concurrently. Second, the course
proposal calls for the dropping of a number of courses from the
Calendar should this proposal be approved. Following some
discussion, however, the Committee agreed that it would indicate
to Senate that it was the intention of the Department to do this
but that, in view of the extensive program revisions being under-
taken in the Geography Department of which this proposal was merely
part, the existing regional courses would be retained in the
Calendar for the time being.

It will examine the physical and cultural character of its geography and trace
the country's development from colonial outpost to a modern industrial and
highly-urbanised state.

Geog. 466 will be presented by serdinar and film series with minimal use of
formal lectures. Formal lectures will terminate by the end of the third week of
classes. Students will be required to undertake a relatively heavy reading. load
and present at least two seminars on topics spacified by the Instructor.
