COURSE DESCRIPTION

"It is open season on schools,” claims Sandro Contenta in Rituals of Failure. This course provides
students an opportunity for critical examination of a range of social issues in education, from schooling
to power relations. Inherent in the course is the understanding that education always exists in a social
and historical context. To make visible the impact of these contexts particularly on schooling and to
question the unquestionable about education are goals of the course. Lectures are used to present the
issues while the required texts and articles provide additional perspectives on the topics under
discussion. In tutorials, with teaching assistants, students have the opportunity for deeper, focused
discussion based in their own experiences. Assignments and exams allow for synthesis of developing
ideas. There will be a variety of guest speakers and videos. P.S. The instructor is an anti-racist,
materialist feminist among other things.

OBJECTIVES:

Through the introduction of critical educational analysis, it is anticipated students will develop their
abilities to engage in informed discussions of the purposes and practices of schooling. Examination of
schools as sites of struggle over resources and ideologies, as locations of complex power relations, and as
places of possibility are all aspects of the analysis.

TOPICS:

The social construction of education and schooling, current issues in British Columbia schools, political
correctness and academic freedom, racism, sexism, heterosexism, and class bias in schools; and
sociological constructs related to schools such as functionalism, reproduction, cultural production,
postmodernism meritocracy, hegemony and agency.
