Dear Craig,

I am writing to explain the rationale for the course changes being submitted in this
packet. 2012-13 was the academic year when FHS's PhD program was first initiated.
That year all new MSc and PhD students were required to take HSCI 902-3 (seminar
in health sciences), HSCI 903-1, 904-1 and 905-1 (colloquia in health sciences) in
consecutive semesters. We found, however, that this design was flawed. The. first ' .
course, which had been initially designed as a philosophy of science course, was
found to be too challenging for first-year students, especially those with background
in the biological sciences. On evaluation, the students expressed a strong dislike for
the design of the 1-credit colloquia and it became apparent that the requirements
dragged on for too many semesters. It was clear we needed to rethink these courses
and tne curriculum more generally. The decision of the MPC was to replace the
colloquia course with a single course (the revised HSCI 902-3) that focuses on
orienting and preparing students for their research programme, introducing them to
faculty through a series of guest lectures, and mentoring the preparation of tri-
council grant/scholarship applications. The revised HSCI 903-3 is designed to follow
the 902 course and focuses on issues of interdisciplinarity, research design, modes of
inquiry, and professional development.

We tested out both courses this past Fall and this Spring to good reviews by both
faculty and students. I thus request that the course changes for HSCI 902 and 903 be
made as described on the forms, and that HSCI 904 and HSCI 905 be deleted from
the calendar.
