However, over time it was found that the MRM 631, in that format, was too
theoretically inclined for the MRM students and the content was given more of
a management orientation over time.

This was done to show the applied component of the course was as
important as the principles.

In short, MRM 631 has evolved over time and these changes wll provide a
more accurate description of the course as™it is now taught.
