COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is designed to provide the student with an introduction to major theoretical approaches that
underlie the work of counsellors assisting persons with emotional and/or behavioural difficulties. The
course will cover theories based on psychodynamic, cognitive-behavioural, existential, and post-modern
frameworks.

REQUIREMENTS

1. In-Class Learning Checks (40%)

2. Case Studies (60%)
